WEST BALDWIN — E
“Ellie” Stevens Harris, 82
known musician and
writer, died yesterday a
Portland hospital.

A lifelong resident of t.
town, he lived in the house iu
which he was born April 28,
1878, son of Nathaniel D. and
Georgianna Harding Harris.
He attended high school in
Cornish and Portland.

“Ellie” played piano nearly
all his life. At the age of 14,
he was the organist at the lo-
cal church. He told people he
had ‘“played piano in every
place on either side of the rail-
road tracks from Portland up
to Glen, N.H.

During his musical career,
Mr. Harris played many of his
own compositions. Eight days
prior to his death he played for
his regular Sunday night dance
at the Dancemore, a dance hall
opened here in 1928 by Mr.
and Mrs. Harris.

Besides playing in orchestras,
the only other work he did was
in the cookie cutter factory
once operated here by his uncle,
Fred Harding.

He was a member of the
West Baldwin
Church, a life member of

Greenleaf Lodge, AF and AM,|,

Cornish, and a former member
of the OES.

His only survivor is his wid-
